shelters. 

• Discover what life was like for evacuees including the jobs they may have had.  

• Understand how the local area was impacted with air raids.  

 
Schedule: We will depart from the school at approximately 9:30 and return by 3:15. Please 
ensure your child arrives at school punctually on the day of the trip with a packed lunch; if 
you have ordered a hot school dinner for your child, they will receive a packed lunch for this 
day. As part of the experience, Nothe Fort ask that children come in dressed as an 
evacuee. This could include shorts, a t-shirt, waistcoat and hat or a dress, cardigan and hat. 
Please feel free to research this and be as creative as you would like. It is also 
recommended that children bring plenty of layers as some parts will be outside or 
underground where it can be cold.   
 
Cost: We are asking for a voluntary contribution to enable this visit to go ahead of £4.00 per 
child to cover the cost of transportation and admission fees. If you have any concerns about 
the cost, please contact us, as we have financial assistance available. 
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Children entitled to pupil premium will receive a 50% discount on the above price. Please 
make payment via the MCAS app. 
 
This is a provisional booking and unfortunately if we do not receive enough payments by 
Monday 17th March, then the trip will not be able to go ahead. 
 
We believe that this trip to Nothe Fort will greatly enhance our children’s understanding of 
WW2; it promises to be an unforgettable and informative experience.
