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Dear Parents and carers,
Re: New Ofsted Inspections

We are writing to you to explain a bit about the new Ofsted inspections that the
government have introduced. You may have already heard about parts of this
in the news, but we recognise that some of the messages are confusing.

At Hamwic Education Trust, we are very proud that most of our schools have
been graded as good or outstanding.

None of our schools have had a new-style inspection yet. However, we
are working with them closely to ensure they are well prepared for when
inspectors do visit.

The new inspections do not use the same grades and Ofsted have made it very
clear that the new grades and old grades can’t be compared. The new grades
that have new expectations to reach them are as follows:

These grades are likely to be very rare. It is a higher standard than the current
outstanding grade.

Urgent improvement means a school is not where it needs to be and needs
support to get better in one or more of the areas being judged.
