We would strongly encourage you to have discussions with your child about their use on 
social media and advise regularly checking the content they are accessing on social media 
if you do not do so already as this is now impacting on the learning in class. Please 
monitor your child’s online accounts and activity carefully. 
Where there is evidence of repeated or deliberate online behaviour that breaches our 
expectations, this will be addressed in line with the school’s Behaviour Policy. Such 
incidents may result in further sanctions, including formal suspension where appropriate.
